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State of emergency

The Government is prepared to declare a state
of emergency throughout the country.

The Prime Minister has discussed declaring

a state of emergency with the President of
the Republic. The Government is prepared to
decide on the transition to emergency
conditions next week.
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Closure of restaurants 8—-28 March

The Government proposes closing food and
peverage service businesses during

the emergency conditions from 8 to 28 March,
except for in areas where the epidemic is

at a stable level.
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However, meals may be sold
to customers for takeaway.
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With effect from 8 March, the upper grades of comprehensive
school will be instructed to switch to temporary distance
earning in areas where the epidemic is in the community
transmission or acceleration phase.

Group hobbies for young people over
12 years of age may be suspended.
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
